But since I can’t have one more day; I fear not death, for you are there 
waiting for me and that brings me peace. 
Know that as time passes by, my love for you does not fade it grows 
stronger each day. 
Thank you for being my mother. I was lucky to have you. 
Remember that if I could do it again, I would do it the same…
